Scrutinise the documents submitted by
applicants before offering a contract to all new
teachers. Aside from new teachers, serving
teachers are encouraged to take the test. As in
the usual practice, all teachers are also asked to
sign a declaration to confirm that they abide by
the National Security Law and they understand
that the College reserves the right to report any
suspected cases of breach to the Police for
investigation.

Staff are encouraged to take initiative to avail
themselves of the documents issued by the
Education Bureau, and browse the
“Safeguarding National Security in Hong
Kong” website or other information released by
the government in order to gain a better
understanding of the National Security Law.
Teachers are also reminded to adhere to
professional ethics and conduct and this
message was delivered clearly in the staff
meeting by the Principal.

In the 2022-2023 school year, providers of
services that involve contact with students
should also be required to sign a similar
declaration.

Study tours to mainland China were successfully

held in April 2023. F5 students visited Aifeike
Aviation Popularization of Science Education Base
in Zhuhai, strengthening their understanding of the
latest aviation development in China.

Educational talks on Basic Law Education and
National Security Law were organized in October
and November, so that Form 4 and Form 6 students
could reflect upon the constitutional relationship
between China and Hong Kong, and the
significance of National Security Law in
safeguarding national security and overall
development.

Content is closely related to our country’s
development. This subject enables students to
develop a comprehensive and accurate
understanding of topics relating to our
country’s development, the constitutional
order established by the Constitution and the
Basic Law, and national security. It provides
them with Mainland study opportunities to
gain a first-hand experience of Chinese
history (like the Feng Ru, the father of
Chinese Aviation) and culture (the design of
different planes for catering different uses in
China, like agricultural aircraft, and search
and rescue aircraft.

It also allows students to better their
understanding of our country’s current
situation, geography, its development and
achievements, thereby cultivating their sense
of national identity. The department would
work with other departments and teams to
develop a whole school approach.

Sir Charles Kuen Kao is presented in Form 3's
lesson on optical fibers. He established the
foundation for fiber optics in communications and
was dubbed the "Father of Fiber Optics." He helped
to enhance both global connectedness and scientific
advancement, mproving the standing of Chinese
scientists abroad.

Sir Charles Kuen Kao's achievements can
inspire students to pursue careers in science,
engineering, or technology, particularly in the
field of optical communications. By studying
his work, students can develop an
appreciation for the innovative thinking and
problem-solving skills required to overcome
challenges and revolutionize the field of fiber
optics.

One of the examples used in Form 4 for teaching
the concepts of gravitation and satellites is the
Chinese spacecraft's voyage to Mars. It suggests
both the strengthening of the country and the
development of Chinese astronomy and technology.

The use of a recent and significant event like
the Chinese spacecraft's mission to Mars can
capture students' attention and generate
curiosity, making the leaming experience
more engaging and memorable. By studying
the Chinese spacecraft's journey to Mars,
students can reflect on the remarkable
advancements in space technology and how
they enable human exploration and scientific
discoveries.

The Three Gorges Dam Project is used to introduce
the utilization of hydroelectric energy in Form
