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Dr. Kennard is leaving us at the end of August. He will depart Hong Kong to take up his new role
as Principal of The British School, Warsaw, Poland.

Dr. Kennard joined the St. Paul's College family in January 2006 and has steered our College over
the past eight and a half years. During his time the College has advanced on many fronts not least
the improvement in facilities at the Bonham Road Campus, the expansion of the Global Classroom
programme, the relocation of the SPC Primary School to Victoria Road, and numerous other programmes
and initiatives. He oversaw a Comprehensive Review of the College and the implementation of the
educational reforms that lead to the New Hong Kong Diploma of Secondary Education.

The College Council has set up a Search Committee for the new Principal. We wish Dr. Kennard
every success in his new post as Principal, The British School, Warsaw.

Principal’s Message

The end of another extremely busy school year has come to a close. This year was successful on
a number of fronts and | congratulate all the boys on their commitment and perseverance.

In recent months the English Debating Team was crowned Champion in the 2014 Inter-school
Debating Competition. This was followed by the College being placed second Runner-up in
the 2014 Joint School Librarianship Competition. Continuing the English Language theme the
Drama Team delivered a brilliant performance at the 2014 English Drama Fest (Modern Drama).
The boys secured the Outstanding Script award and Hysan Woo (4A) was named Outstanding
Performer.

In Sport the Athletics Team was Overall Champion in the C Division in the Inter-School
competition. This excellent resulted in the College’s promotion to the B Division next year and a
return to the Wan Chai Sports Ground for Sports Day. This year the College Swimming Team was
well-placed in the A Division at the Inter-school Swimming Competition held at the Kowloon Park
Swimming Pool. All boys swam particularly well and the College was placed fifth Overall and
placed fourth in C grade; the highest placements in a number of years. This year the school sent
a Cheer Team (comprised of the Cheer Teams of each of the 6 Houses) to provide vocal support
for the swimmers. The vociferous chanting was of great encouragement to the Swimming Team
members and enhanced their individual and relay performances. The Archery Team secured the
Championship in the 2014 Hong Kong Youth Indoor Archery Tournament (compound bow). On
the Badminton court the team enjoyed another triumphant season in the Inter-school Badminton
competition being placed 2nd QOverall (A Grade—an, B Grade-Champion), C Grade—an). The
Ten-pin Bowling Team was placed 39 in the 2014 Inter-school Bowling Competition.

The College had been running an Artist-in-Residence programme for a number of years. This
flourishing programme was extended to an Academic-in-Residence programme this past school
year. Dr. Chiara Ciccarelli, a research fellow at the University of Cambridge (Gonville and Caius
College), spent two weeks at the College working with the teachers and boys. Dr. Ciccarelli was
well-received by all and provided valuable insights into the research world of Physics.

The Reverend Philip Murphy joined St. Paul’s in September 2013 and was embraced immediately
by teachers and boys. Father Philip introduced twice weekly services in the College Chapel
and new formats to the Christmas and Easter services. However, it was the weekly iAssembly
that engaged the interest not only of teachers and boys but also parents, alumni and the
wider community. Succinct, stimulating and thought-provoking, the iAssemblies added a new
dimension to the spiritual life of the school.

St. Paul’s College is an exceptional school. Hence it is with sadness that this shall be my last year
as Principal of the College and Supervisor of the St, Paul’s College Primary school. It has been an
honour to serve this great school over the past eight and a half years. Although my professional
journey sees my relocation to Europe, | shall look forward to reading the News from St. Paul’s in
the years to come.

SPCAA MENTORSHIP CELEBRATES
ITS TENTH YEAR

Many things have changed in the past ten years at SPC. Back then the transition to
DSS schooling had just begun, DSE had not even come on the radar yet, and the open
view from the classroom block was still in evidence, as the construction of the South
Wing was still in its infancy. Into this cauldron of change was the SPCAA Mentorship
Scheme born.

It was originally envisaged as a fairly directed process of helping the Form 6 students
to focus their career decision making journey. Ten years later, the Fés are now in their
final year of schooling, and the Mentorship has been shifted down a year to Form 5,
and up quite a few notches in the range and style of services offered by the alumni to
the present day students of 2014.

Now, the mentors run a great number of events for our senior students, with four major
events every year (Christmas Drinks with the Mentors, Inauguration Day, Careers Day
and High Table Dinner), a series of careers dedicated talks in different disciplines in
the Lunchtime with the Mentors series, and mentors also contribute to the morning
assembly series programme and the end of the year Eminent Speakers Series in the
post exam post period. In addition, the mentors actively assist in the exam release day
and also contribute to the careers and guidance lessons initiatives, as recent graduates

return to share the experience of the first year in tertiary education.

The Mentorship Scheme is undergoing significant growth at both the senior and junior
levels. In all, old boys (and girls) have completed over 20 workshops, seminars, and talks
for students already this year, and are actively involved in promoting the mentorship at
Form 3 levels, where students are making their choices for senior secondary school and

investigating internship and site visits for our current students.

While all of our mentors embody the spirit of giving back in service to others, the
College Careers Team would especially like to recognise past and present SPCAA
chairmen Vincent Fung and Taylor Hui , who have actively steered the mentorship to
both broaden and focus efforts to ensure that SPC students are able to make the most
of their opportunities. Also, the unflagging efforts of the Chiu brothers, Alan, Philip
and George, who lend the breadth of their experience to our students, and Darren Lam,
who not only gives countless hours himself, but actively encourages young graduates
to do likewise, must be recognised. In doing so, the SPCAA is grooming the next
generation of mentors whose experience more readily reflect the new generation of
DSE graduates. Also, the past few years have given us the tremendous energy and
skills of Christy Chan, who combines her university studies while giving time and effort

to all events to ensure the smooth running of the mentorship.

Most important, though, are the mentors themselves, who, over the past ten years,
have shared their intimate knowledge of the workplace, and educated the boys in
acquiring the skills and proficiencies to succeed in their chosen pathways. They all
have shown their commitment to the College students past, present and future. This
close, personal relationship is the most critical part in the education of young men-
the role models of those who have made the conscious decision to help others in

identifying, reaching for, and achieving, their goals.
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SPCAA Mentorship :
Ten Years On, 2004-2014

As the mentorship celebrates its tenth anniversary, it is worthwhile to look back at
how the College has changed over the past ten years. Both in terms of Hong Kong
education and SPC, it has been a period of quite extraordinary change.

PHYSICAL PLANT

Anyone who stepped out of SPC in 2004 would immediately recognise the SPC of 2014,
but it wouldn't take long to recognise the differences as well. Firstly the open view to
HKU has now largely taken up by the South Wing (with, of course, the Podium providing
the open view and correct flow through so that our view of our neighbour across the
road is reflected through the shimmering swimming pool during the sweltering summer
months). All of our classrooms have had major re-fits and the South Wing itself creates
the final piece of the quadrangle jigsaw. Rising ten floors above the Pokfulam Rd
entrance, it provides a great fitness test for any Form 1 students whose teachers have
their desk on the 10th floor. The invitation to ‘See me at recess!’ is a mixed pleasure-
joy at seeing their teacher at recess balanced against the ten floor climb!

Another major change is that constant of College life, the school hall. Refitted in 2007-
2008, the hall is now a state of the art facility combined with a balcony lecture theatre
which can be closed off for seating of up to 200 students and teachers for specialist
talks. Itis always interesting to welcome back visiting alumni to speak at this venue- the
surprise and admiration at such a facility exists at the College.

The greatest change, is, of course, in the Wong Ming Him Hall. Previously used for

music and art classes, the construction of the South Wing has freed up the Wong Ming
Him Hall for meetings, drama, art and music specialist classes, along with the College
Council Meeting Room, which doubles as an archive. While the Stewart Building and
the 160th Anniversary Clock may serve as the first outward signs of proximity to the
College, the Wong Ming Him remains the spiritual link with the past, a the flag is raised
and lowered from the Wong Ming Him Hall each school day.

NUMBERS GAME

Many schools in Hong Kong, as the birthrate has dropped, have suffered a fall in
numbers. St. Paul's College numbers have also decreased enrolment in the past ten
years, but this has been a pre-meditated decision to reduce numbers as part of the
change to DSS status.

Back when DSS was just commencing, the school boasted almost 1400 students.
Nowadays that number is less than 1100 students, as the student- teacher ratio has
fallen as the move to small class teaching was pioneered at St. Paul's College. Even as
the number of students has fallen, the teaching staff has increased to cater for learner
diversity. This represents a radical change from the 40+ students per class that most
pre 2004 graduates will remember.

CURRICULAR MATTERS

Numbers are now capped at DSS levels and the College offers a far broader range of
subjects. Also, students must now sit for four compulsory exams (English, Chinese,
Maths and Liberal Studies) in addition to three electives. Add to this a large number
of mandatory SBAs (school based assessments), and the students of 2014 are very busy
indeed. As most will be well aware, the old CE and Al system has been gone for 3
years, and now everything is riding on a single set of exams.

Some families have decided that the opportunities further afield- particularly in the UK
offer a different set of options, and some students, particularly in the first few years of
the DSE, have chosen to undertake their senior secondary education overseas. Ten
years ago, there were also many students who left after the CE exams, but this was
a 'natural’ break as the CE exams occurred after Form 5. Now, some senior students
choose to continue their education overseas after either Form 4 or Form 5 as an
alternative to the DSE.

The College has investigated a number of other study options to serve our student
base, and continues to study, observe, examine and react to the changing patterns of
post 16 educational needs, and offer suitable alternatives to our student base.

Forinformation about where our students go after SPC please have a look at our College
website. Whatever happens our stakeholders- alumni, parents, teachers, and students
are guaranteed a voice in deciding the way forward for the College community.

First Academic-in-Residence

Dr. Chiara Ciccarelli

Following the success of the Artist-in-Residence programme, the College launched the
Academic-in-Residence programme in 2013. The aim of the programme is to invite
leading academics in differenet fields to share their expertise with students in the
College.

This year, the College invited Dr. Chiara Ciccarelli, a physicist from the University of
Cambridge and she is famous for her work on semiconductor and electron spin. She
is a Research Fellow of the Gonville and Caius College at the University of Cambridge.
Her current research is on ‘Spin-orbit induced anisotropies of the chemical potential in
ferromagnets and antiferromagnets’.
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Father Philip and Chaplain’s new iAssembly

Question:

What do you do when you have had the last Assembly of the year and people want
more?

Answer: Go “Virtual!”

That is exactly what has happened this year at St Paul’s with the introduction of the
virtual “iAssembly”.

On Thursday the 11th March (Thursdays being the day
that the Chaplain normally speaks at Assembly) the first
iAssembly was launched. It had been filmed, presented
and edited by the Chaplain, Father Philip. By the time
of writing this ten have been uploaded to the new
Chaplaincy YouTube Channel with another two to go
before the end of the academic year.

Filmed in High Definition on a Canon EOS, the technical
abilities of the Chaplain have moved from resting the
camera on a pile of books through to the purchase of
a tripod and microphone. On one occasion, returning
from Oxford where he had filmed one talk, he noticed that the microphone had been
on the wrong setting and the sound was inaudible. A quick self-taught lesson in using
a ‘green screen’ in his apartment led to a basic but necessary re-filming of the talk,
pretending that he was back in the Chapel at Trinity College!

Topics for the iAssemblies have included:

- Three on the Lenten activities of Prayer, Fasting and Almsgiving.

- The Caravaggio exhibition at the Asia Society Hong Kong, displaying the painting
“Supper at Emmaus”.

- The importance of taking a retreat in our lives.

- The Holy Days of Holy Thursday, Good Friday, Holy Saturday and Easter Day.

- Easter.

- The Stations of the Cross.

- Praying a 'novena’ (nine days of prayer leading up to Pentecost).

- The Ascension of Jesus.

- Corpus Christi.

- Saint Peter and Saint Paul.

All of these are available on the YouTube Channel and are also
linked to on the Chaplain’s page on the SPC website. Whilst
they have all been filmed at a certain time in the Church year,
they still have a message for those who have not yet seen
them and wish to view them.

One advantage of the iAssembly is that it is not restricted to
the School Hall, so it has seen the Chaplain filming himself
in locations such as the College Chapel, his Office, a London
Church and Retreat Centre, Trinity College in Oxford and even
inside a lift (for the 'Ascension’ of Jesus!)

There has been positive feedback from parents, students and teachers as well as
a number of other people around the world who have found it useful. SCALA, the
School Chaplain’s and Leaders Association which is based in the UK, have commended
it to its members as an innovative way to share the faith within a school context.

It also fits in neatly with the Chaplaincy Facebook page, which was launched on the
15th October last year. The page provides a daily message on school days such as a
prayer, a hymn, a religious photo or a link to the Chaplain’s Assembly talk or iAssembly.
All friends of St Paul’s are invited to ‘'like’ the Facebook page and to follow the YouTube
iAssembly Channel.

With assemblies starting again in September, the iAssembly will take a ‘rest’ until March
of 2015, although there may be a few special ones which will crop up along the way.

the length of the flight, the boys still seemed very excited about the week to come, no
doubt because of the thought of seeing New York City for the first time. During the
15-hour flight, with limited options for killing time, some of us managed to watch as
many as 5 movies!

Instead of having all seven of us stay at Gamage House, the residence of the Head
Master of Trinity-Pawling School, which is certainly big enough for hosting twice as many
people, the T-P staff, at our request, arranged for the boys to stay in the dormitories.
One obvious reason for doing that was to give the boys a taste of life in a boarding
school. Our boys stayed in different dorms and enjoyed the hospitality of their T-P
hosts, who were kind enough to put them up for a week in their rooms, which, to
be honest, were not designed for additional occupants. Our boys learned a lot from
their hosts about the school, education in the US, and American culture through daily
interactions with them. Mr. Yuen and |, as for us, felt very much at home at Gamage
House, got to know each other very well and were happy to be temporarily relieved of
our duties at night, knowing that the boys were in good hands.

The visits to NYC brought as much excitement as could have been expected. Some
highlights included the current exhibition inside The Cathedral Church of St. John the
Divine by Chinese contemporary artist Xu Bing featuring two phoenixes suspended from
the high ceiling of the cathedral (Feng and Huang) made of detritus from construction

sites in Beijing. What was even more impressive was the breathtaking view from Top
of the Rock, which was so spectacular that, for a moment, it was as if time had been
suspended. It was equally incredible for the boys to realize where they were as we
approached Time Square on 42nd Street. There was nothing in the world that could
have stopped us from taking a selfie with the iconic buildings and neon light signs at
the junction of Broadway and Seventh Avenue in the background. Most of the boys
also looked forward to doing some shopping at an NBA store, which they found in no
time. Some of them had long shopping lists given to them by friends and family back in
Hong Kong for jerseys with names of their favorite basketball stars on them. Speaking
of sports, we were even taken to see a baseball game at the Yankee Stadium which
"pitched” the New York Yankees against the Baltimore Orioles. After several innings, a
couple of Nathan's hotdogs and an oversized coke, all of us were practically Americans.
Sadly speaking, it was not a good day for Yankee fans.

Other activities that made up this enriching trip included a visit to Springwood (Hyde
Park), the estate President Franklin D. Roosevelt called home, a walk on the Walkway
over the Hudson overlooking the mighty river, an afternoon helping out at Marvel Valley
Farm where the boys learned about organic farming, and a pleasant hike up Cats Rock
just off the Appalachian Trial for a view that would stay etched in our fond memories
of Pawling.

To our friends at Trinity-Pawling School, we would like to thank them from the bottom
of our hearts for taking such great care of us and for putting together this wonderful
